Drop off and collection times:

We have carefully considered all the options for dropping off and collecting the children. We are requiring parents to follow all the guidelines strictly to support in keeping staff, children and parents safe. Only one adult per child will be allowed onto the school premises at drop off and collection to keep numbers at a minimum.
It is important that you only come at your allocated time. Unfortunately, due to the tight timings of groups of children arriving, and to support in minimising large gatherings, we will not be able to accept children outside of the times shown. Whilst we appreciate that occasional lateness can be unavoidable, at this time, safety for all is our priority and we hope you understand and support us with this. 

Parents will be asked to drop their child off at the green gate outside the main hall door. You will not be permitted to go past the gate at this time. Members of staff will be on hand to guide and support your child into school. Due to restrictions on social distancing, we will only be able to offer words of comfort and encouragement, should a child be upset at leaving parents on drop off. We strongly advise that you talk to your child about the new interim arrangements to help them begin to adjust during this period.
Collection:
Year one parents are asked to wait in the usual area within the playground, maintaining social distancing. Posters are displayed to encourage and remind you of this. Children will leave at their allocated group time via the normal key stage one external doors. Parents are asked to join the one way system and follow the red path on the playground to then exit around the back of the school. This will be clearly labelled with arrows to indicate the direction of the one way system. We encourage the parent to leave the school promptly.
